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  Itôs not just your local library anymore! 

 Not only do we have thousands of books, movies, and CDs available in the 
library ï we have access to literally millions of other items. The trick is knowing where 
to look and knowing how to request it.  Iôll provide a quick how to and for more details 
or hands on training, stop at the adult services desk.  

 The first stop when looking for an item is to check our catalog: click on the 
ñcatalogò link on the left hand navigation bar at our home page, 
www.charlevoixlibrary.org. At that point you can search either in the Charlevoix  

Library or in the entire regional consortium. If you see something you would like that 
we do not own, click on the ñplace holdò button at the left of the desired item, log in 
with your library card, and click ñplace holdò again. If you donôt see what you are look-
ing for or just feel like being adventurous ï it is time to check out MelCat.  

 MelCat is the statewide electronic library catalog that gives library patrons all 
around the state access to other libraryôs items through the internet. MelCat includes 
the holdings of many libraries, including business, law, community college and univer-
sity  

resources. So how do you access this amazing resource?  

 Access is either through our website or catalog, by clicking on the link for Mel-
Cat or directly by going to elibrary.mel.org. Once you are at the MelCat search screen 
put your search in the box and click the ñFind itò button. You can select a certain re-
gion if desired, but the more you narrow your search, the smaller your hit list will be. 
Once your search is complete, a hit list will appear. Click on the ñGet This for Meò but-
ton to the left of the desired item. At this point you need to use the drop down box to 
select the Charlevoix Public Library and click the ñsubmitò button. Boxes will then pop 
up to enter your name and library card number (from the back of your card), then click 
ñsubmit.ò Your request has been placed and the Charlevoix Library will call when the 
item arrives to pick up.  

 If you are looking for either a specific title or subject that you cannot find 
through MelCat ï itôs time for intervention by the Adult Services staff. Stop by the In-
formation Services desk and just ñAsk There.ò The staff will then be able to take your 
search ï via OCLC ï to a national level.  So ï search away ï thereôs no telling where 
you will land.
